Lady Treasurers and All, 
 
First, as always, thank you for the good work on the Treasurer 
reports. This past year was a challenging year, we had goals, 

we had pledges, we had an economic down turn.  Our units that had made 
pledges did meet the goals and I am sure in many cases this was with a lot of 
prayer.  I want to thank all of you for being diligent, for doing the best that you 
could.  Our Conference Treasurer confirmed that we did make our District pledge 
to Conference with prayer and with the extra $3,000 that I promised would be 
sent from the District funds.  As I explained at the Annual Meeting in September, 
we are changing the $44,000 amount to $40,000 to see if we can achieve this 
goal so that our units can work more on Pledge to Mission donations.  When we 
are doing a better job there, we will then begin to build back.  We are asked to 
increase the pledge yearly in the conference, that means that you are asked to 
do the same.  So right now we have gone backwards in order to go forward. 
 
Our discussion at the Training session on January 16th revolved around making 
our goals, being able to make choices (of other help in the community)  after we 
make our goals and just simply getting back to the basics that has made UMW a 
strong organization just as WSCS was for so many years.   Ladies, you are be-
ing urged to utilize the Candle Burning, and Prayer and Self Denial services, the 
World Thank Offering, and the Pledge to Mission ceremonies in an effort to show 
that this is truly a Spiritual and Mission oriented organization.  Many of us have 
gotten away from these traditional rites; it is time to recommit to the activities that 
have kept us grounded.   
 
We have two new programs, the Rainbow, which allows non-UMW members to 
give $60 through the unit and allows the unit the benefit of a Star.  We also have 
an award for a project well done in Social Action.   I am sorry that some units did 

not send at least one representative to learn about these programs. 
 
I would like for you to report to me before the September Annual meeting on the 
feelings of your unit after participating in these commitments.  I am prone to be-
lieve that we will receive more in pledges through these ceremonies.   You will 
remember that I gave a scenario in the 4

th
 quarter 2009 report that would make it 

easy for you to complete your remittance. This is a good plan for a new unit, but 
those who are established should be willing to pledge according to our hearts, 
and certainly many are already doing so.  Certainly you are not asked to disrupt 
your individual budget, but please re-look what you can give.   Let us see what 
we can do to meet our $40,000 Pledge to Mission.  Remember that the required 
membership of  $3 per person goes to the District funds and is not part of the 
pledge, this should be listed in the open area of the Remittance form.     Then 
remember the other “Star points” – SMR(pins), Gift to Memory, Gift to Mission, 
Candle Burning, World Thank offering.   Prayer and Self Denial is not one of the 
six. 
 
I must have your 2010 Unit pledge by the time we receive your 1st quarter remit-
tance from March 1st to March 10th.   A good idea is to confirm your pledge on 
the bottom of the Remittance form.  The other 3 quarters will be due June 1

st
 to 

10th, Sept. 1st to 10th and December 1st to 10th.   As always I thank you for the 
excellent job that you do in submitting your remittances to me.

    This now places all of us, the 
units, district UMW‟s, and the Vir-
ginia Conference UMW, in a diffi-
cult and confusing situation where 
we need to decide where to give 
our generous  monetary gifts. For 
the year of 2010, I want to ask 
each of you to carefully consider 
your patterns of giving. 
    To attempt to make this easier, 
we are asking the district UMW‟s 
and the Virginia Conference UMW 
to give 100% of their funds to 
UMW projects. We are asking the 
units to divide your giving two 
ways: 

80 % of all your giving goes 
only to UMW projects or 
the Virginia projects listed 
in the 2010 Annual report.  
For Virginia Conference 
projects, this will also in-
clude VUMAC Dimes for 
Blackstone, Henry Fork, 
and Ferrum College, but 
you will notice that the 
80% does not include the 
VUMAC room renovations 
or Capital Fund. Also, this 
80% does not include des-
ignated giving to non-
UMW International and 
UMCOR projects. 

No more than 20% of all your 
giving would then go to 
those organizations that 
are not listed above. 

    In making your decisions about 
giving to non-UMW projects, 
please ask yourselves a few 
questions about these organiza-
tion: 

How many other sources of 
income are available to 
them? 

    As we celebrate our generous 
giving for 2009 and making our 
pledge by giving $ 762,000.07 to 
Mission Giving, we also need to 
begin to target our giving for 2010. 
As Women‟s Division begins their 
new organization apart from the 
Board of Global Ministries, we will 
need to continue to be very sup-
portive of the UMW projects. 
These projects will be funded by 
UMW alone. 
    With this in mind, I would like to 
share with you some thoughts on 
UMW giving. Each of us wears 
two hats in our churches, districts, 
and conference. First, we are 
members of the connectional 
United Methodist Church and sup-
port that church with our prayers, 
presence, tithes, service, and wit-
ness. As a church member, we 
answer the call to support church 
and community needs by support-
ing United Methodist projects and 
by supporting community projects 
such as sheltering the homeless, 
the abused and the less fortunate. 
All of that is done wearing our 
“church member hat”. 
    We also wear a second hat, our 
“UMW hat”. As a UMW unit, dis-
trict and conference, we were es-
tablished 140 years ago to sup-
port women, youth, and children 
around the world and in the 
United States. We do this through 
supporting the UMW mission pro-
jects that are listed in our Septem-
ber 2009 “Response Magazine” 
and the Virginia Conference pro-
jects listed in our 2010 Annual 
Report.  These mission projects 
belong to us - UMW - and look to 
us for financial support. 

Can your unit support the or-
ganization through giving 
items instead of a mone-
tary donation? 

What is the percent of the do-
nated funds that go into 
the administrative part of 
the organization (10% is 
usually the goal of well-run 
organizations)? 

Are we supporting this organi-
zation already when we 
wear our  “church member 
hats”, and, if so, should we 
also take UMW money for 
this project? 

    There is so much need around 
us and each unit gets constant 
requests for funds. It is so much 
easier for us to relate to these lo-
cal groups that we see than to 
give to the project that is half way 
around the world.  That is why it is 
so important for unit members to 
subscribe to and read the 
“Response Magazine” which is 
our window to seeing UMW pro-
jects. AS UMW units, we were 
created to support UMW projects. 
      Please think about these 
thoughts when making decisions 
about your 2010 projects and 
work toward increasing your giv-
ing to UMW projects. Debbie 
Lewis, the Peninsula District 
President, says it this way, “Would 
the American Cancer Society  
hold a Relay for Life and then give 
their money to the American Heart 
Associaition, no they would not.”.  
I ask should we be giving our 
UMW dollars away?
